Youth will placekick from a tee, 

punt and pass the football for both distance and accuracy.  The best score of two attempts in 

each event are totaled for the overall score. 
 

The top three participants in each age category advance to District Competition to be held at the 

following locations:  SW District - Ankeny – Saturday, October 10;  NW District – Sioux City – 

Saturday, October 10;  NE District – New Hampton – Saturday, October 17;  SE District – 

Coralville – Saturday, October 17.  The top three District finishers will advance to the State 

Finals on Saturday, October 24 in the Bergstrom Football Indoor Practice Facility on the campus 

of Iowa State University in Ames, Iowa.
